This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education.

This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	In the Foundation Stage, we teach music as an integral part of the topic work covered during the year and as part of the specific area, Expressive Arts: Being Imaginative, identified in the Foundation Stage Framework (2014). We relate the musical aspects of the children’s work to the objectives set out in the Early Learning Goals (ELGs). 
In KS1 and KS2, we use Charanga primary music scheme. When using the scheme and its progressive week-by-week lessons, we are guaranteeing to be meeting all the statutory requirements of the National Curriculum and progress is evident through observations. Observations have shown all pupils engaged and active during the lessons, including SEND. 
At our school, we adapt tasks to match individual needs by setting open-ended activities, offering tasks with varying levels of challenge, grouping pupils by ability where appropriate, and providing widget tools. Teaching assistants are used effectively to support individuals and small groups, ensuring all pupils can access and succeed in their learning. We are committed to removing barriers to musical learning for pupils with SEND. Through clear instruction, thoughtful adaptations, and a proactive, inclusive approach, we ensure all children can participate fully, express themselves musically, and achieve their potential.


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Co-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	Our Year 4 pupils take part in whole class Dhol and Djembe drumming with a specialised music teacher from Services for Education. Lessons take place weekly throughout the academic year, culminating in a performance where pupils showcase the skills they have developed.
In addition, we have pupils who participate in a Rocksteady Band to further develop their musical skills. Through weekly sessions, they learn to play an instrument (Keyboard, Drums or a Bass Guitar), perform as part of a band, and build musical understanding. Rocksteady introduces a diverse range of musical styles, supporting the inter-related dimensions of music outlined in the National Curriculum and enriching the wider music curriculum.


Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	At St. Saviours, we are fortunate to have many opportunities for the children to develop their music skills. We have weekly singing assemblies take place with a wide range of songs being learnt and performed. The children take part with confidence and enthusiasm. Throughout the year, our children enjoy taking part in a Christmas concert, music performances and singing within class assemblies which are performed to parents and peers. Our Year 6 pupils take part in an end-of-year production, showcasing their talents and celebrating their final year at primary school. In addition, pupils are given the opportunity to visit the Birmingham REP Theatre, where they experience high-quality live performances that enrich their learning and inspire a love of the performing arts.


In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	Moving forward, St. Saviours is aiming to build on the opportunities for singing and playing a musical instrument for all children. We will continue to develop a school singing group and children’s performance skills with more opportunities to perform throughout the year, with our local music hub and in the community. We will work with our local music hub and provide opportunities for our children to watch live music performances and develop a strong pupil voice. Furthermore, we will continue to provide our staff with CPD to continue to develop their confidence and subject knowledge.
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
